Reminder: DME Oman Crude Oil Futures Contract Available for Mock Trading Session

The Dubai Mercantile Exchange Limited (DME) wishes to remind customers of the
upcoming mock trading sessions scheduled for August and September 2009 in
preparation for the NYMEX clearing integration. All DME products will migrate to the
CME Clearing Platform on October 4, 2009 for the October 5, 2009 trade date.
Customers are also advised that CME Clearing has added 2 extra mock trading
sessionson September 19 and September 26, 2009 respectively.

Customers are advised to participate in at least one mock session before the go live date of

October 5, 2009 for DME - see Customer Test Timeline (below) for details. The following notice

contains a detailed explanation of the session.

Upon integration, the legacy TMS application will be replaced by the Front End Clearing (FEe)
application, which is only accessible via the internet. Please note, for those firm users who intend
to test clearing post trade processing in FEC, they need to confirm they have access to FEC
Production environment for DME prior to the test. Users who do not have access to the DME can
request access by sending an email tofirmsupport@cmegroup.com. The request needs to be
approved by the firm's back office managers.

The objectives of the mock sessions are:
• Serve as a connectivity test for Production systems.
• Test End-to End order flow from front end systems to FECsystem.
• Test post trade processing of NYMEX, COMEXand DME trade data in CME Clearing.
• Generate clearing confirms, trade data files and reports that will be used to test data flow

from CME Clearing to Clearing firms.

The following DME product will be available for testing:
• DME Oman Crude Oil Futures Contract (OQD)

• Globex trades will be executed by trading firms and or traders connected to Globex

production environment.
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
